Friends of the Kootenai-Shoshone Libraries serve the branch libraries in Athol, Harrison, Hayden, Pinehurst, Rathdrum, Spirit Lake, the colourful Kootenai County Bookmobile and the Kootenai County Outreach programs for Adults, Teens, ’tweens and Children.

KSA Libraries recently celebrated National Friends of the Library Week with open houses to thank patrons for supporting our fund raising by donating books and audio-visual materials, by purchasing these items at each branch library and by making our Spring and Autumn Book Sales at the Hayden branch such successes. The Friends’ only source of revenue is the sale of these items.

It is amazing that during the past two years, the Friends have been able to donate over $14,000 to the KSA Libraries. This includes $1,000 to each branch and the bookmobile for projects not budgeted during the recent buildings’ remodelling; $1,200 for book acquisitions; $1,200 to the KSAL Art Committee; $2,000 to offset the cost for staff members to attend the Public Library Association Conference; $1,000 towards Adult Programming; $1,000 for baskets and carts to assist patrons with special needs browse our larger facilities; $250 toward the May Arkwright Hutton historical adult programs at five of our branches; numerous children’s programming, T’ween Nights, Idaho Humanities Council and Northwest Museum of Arts and Culture programs.
